Directions to Hunt Test area at Ernie’s farm; 
From I-35 at the Sturgeon Lake exit go west on CR46. CR46 will “T” 
into HWY 61 2 miles from I-35. Turns left and go south into the town 
of Sturgeon Lake-1 block on Hwy’s 46&61. In sturgeon Lake CR46 
will separate from 61 and go west. Turn West (right) from Hwy 61 and 
follow CR46 10.5 miles. The asphalt on CR46 stops at Birch Creek 
Rd. (CR169) Go 2 miles further on the dirt road CR46. Look for 
Wagon Wheel Rd. (CR159), which runs North-South. Turn north on 
Wagon Wheel Rd. Go 1 mile. Ernie’s farm is on the northwest corner 
of the intersection of the road. If you happen to miss Wagon Wheel 
Rd. and continue on CR46 will T into CR75. You have gone 3 miles to 
far on CR46.
